Details: 
On 042612 at 1113 hours Lodi Police Dispatch received a call from an unknown young male caller who stated there was going to be a bombing at Lodi Middle School.  Officers responded to the school and students were evacuated by school staff to the field area away from the buildings. Lodi Police officers assisted and accompanied staff members in a room to room search of the buildings.  School maintenance workers checked the roofs but nothing unusual was located.

On 043012 Officer Heather Shaw investigated the incident and determined who the suspect caller was. This was achieved by Officer Shaw interviewing several juveniles and obtained the identity of the suspects.  Officer Shaw was able to determine that 3 juvenile males had been involved. After an extensive interrogation, Officer Shaw was able to obtain a confession from all the parties.  One juvenile, 13 years old, was arrested for 496 PC (Possession of stolen property), 148.1 PC (False bomb report) and 148.1 PC (Misuse of emergency phone line).  A second suspect, 14 years old, was arrested for 496 PC (possession of stolen property) and 594 PC (Vandalism).  A third juvenile, 13 years old, was arrested for 484 PC (Petty theft) and 594 PC (Vandalism). All the students were released to the school and then to their respective parents. The cell phone used to make the call had been stolen from another student the day of the incident. 

It is unknown if school officials are going to take administrative action against the students involved. 

At no time was any explosive device created or placed on the school grounds by the suspects.
