An Informal Informational Meeting ("Shirtsleeve" Session) of the Lodi City Council was held Tuesday, 
April 3, 2007, commencing at 7:00 a.m. 
 

A. ROLL CALL 

Present: Council Members – Hansen, Hitchcock, Katzakian, and Mayor Johnson 

 Absent:  Council Members – Mounce 

Also Present: City Manager King, City Attorney Schwabauer, and Deputy City Clerk Perrin 
 

B. TOPIC(S) 
 

B-1 “Presentation by the Lower Mokelumne River Watershed Steering Committee” 
 

City Manager King briefly introduced the subject matter. 
 

Chris Storm, Chair of the Lower Mokelumne River Watershed Stewardship Steering 
Committee, presented the video entitled, “Reflections in the River.”  He stated that in 1999 
the San Joaquin County Resource and Conservation District received a CalFED grant to 
identify the stakeholders within the watershed area, which included agricultural businesses 
and property owners, citizens groups, and governmental agencies.  In 2000, a grant was 
received for the purpose of creating the Lower Mokelumne River Watershed Stewardship 
Plan to manage the watershed.  Mr. Storm reviewed in detail the following elements of the 
Plan, which were prepared by the consultant and reviewed and approved by the Committee: 

• Education – Includes workbooks regarding sustainable farming practices and manuals 
geared toward homeowners in the Lodi area; workshops to educate farmers on 
implementing the tools in the workbook; plans to implement workshops to educate 
homeowners on the manuals, perhaps in coordination with the City; and promoting 
existing and new education programs in schools. 

• Recreation – Includes fishing, boating, jogging, hiking, and bird watching.  He stated 
that both the City’s General Plan and the San Joaquin County’s General Plan indicate 
that the Mokelumne River is an underutilized resource. 

• Agriculture – Includes several agricultural programs, as well as a dairy quality 
assurance program. 

• Biological Resources – The goal is to maintain and improve biological resources and to 
encourage habitat and conservation.  He stated that the Mokelumne River is designated 
as an impaired waterway due to the heavy metals from Penn Mine. 

In response to Mayor Johnson, Public Works Director Prima stated that the 
designation was a result of the copper and zinc in the river, which occurred prior to the 
clean up of Penn Mine.  Subsequently, the State wanted to add aluminum to the list, 
which it ultimately did not do; however, it did not go back and “de-list” copper and zinc.  
This is one area that staff would like to address during the watershed survey process 
for the surface water plant. 

• Flood Management – The Committee would like to facilitate the redistribution of fallen 
trees and debris in the river, which would allow water to pass through more easily, yet 
still provide a habitat for fish and water life.  Additionally, the Committee would like to 
see release information provided to land owners. 

Council Member Hansen questioned what efforts have been made to clean up the 
Mokelumne River.  John Brodie, Watershed Coordinator, responded that the difficulty 
lies with the battle between various agencies on what is best for the environment  
(i.e. good habitat for fish versus eroding levies), as well as permitting issues.  Council 
Member Hansen suggested he contact Northern California Power Agency to see how it

handled the Central Valley project permit process.  Mr. Brodie stated there are groups 
who conduct classes on how to work with agencies in obtaining permits and there are 
other issues in getting the work done relating to cost and private ownership. 
 

• Cultural Resources – Includes using cultural resources as an economic driver for the 
water, as well as programs that use native species. 

• Economics – Includes efforts and activities that would support the economy. 

• Emergency Services – Includes water protection and rescue. 
 

Mr. Storm stated that in 2002 the element of “Restoration” was added to the Plan and since 
then approximately $3 million has been raised, the majority of which has gone toward 
restoration, education, and agriculture.  Future goals include directing funds toward the 
remaining elements, adding a sustainability element to the Plan, assisting with the 
successful completion of the Delta College campus, studying the Delta as a recreational 
waterway, strengthening the Storm Drain Detectives and other similar programs, and 
implementing workshops for homeowners.  He would like to see Lodi be certified as a 
sustainable community and would also like an official City representative to be appointed to 
the Committee.   
 

In response to Mayor Johnson, Kathy Grant, who supervises the Storm Drain Detectives 
Program, stated that Friends of Lodi Lake has dissolved, to which Mr. Johnson questioned 
what efforts have been made to reach out to other community groups.  Mr. Storm 
responded that the Committee meetings are advertised regularly in the newspaper, notices 
are sent to interested parties, and a “Watershed Day” is held annually at Lodi Lake.  The 
Committee is continuously identifying new stakeholders and inviting those interested to join 
the Committee in its efforts. 
 

Discussion ensued between Council Member Hitchcock, Mr. Storm, Public Works Director 
Prima, and Water/Wastewater Superintendent Frank Beeler regarding the quality of the 
City’s well water, Mokelumne River water leaking into City wells, possible contaminants, 
regulations, and average age of water. 
 

In response to Mayor Johnson, Mr. Storm stated that the river is owned by the people of 
California and that a majority of the property owners are willing to work with the Committee 
toward its goals.  Mr. Brodie added that cooperation from property owners is not the 
concern; it is the high cost of performing the necessary work, which the property owners 
cannot afford.  In those cases, grant funding would need to be secured. 
 

Discussion ensued between Council Member Hansen, Mayor Johnson, Mr. Storm, and Mr. 
King regarding appointment of a City representative to the Steering Committee, for which 
there was general concurrence that a Council-designated member be appointed (i.e. 
Council Member or staff representative).   
 

Council Member Hansen suggested that the City amend its design guidelines for residential 
homes, which currently has water runoff draining directly to the street, to which Mr. Prima 
agreed that they should be reviewed and addressed in the General Plan process.  Mr. King 
added that the new phase for the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit 
will most likely dictate how storm water is treated and the City will have no choice in the 
matter, for which there will be a cost.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Adopt a resolution approving Negative Declaration 06-01 as adequate 

environmental documentation for the proposed Killelea Substation 
Rehabilitation Project. 

 
BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Killelea Substation was constructed in 1965. The 12kV section of the 

substation contains enclosed metal-clad switchgear. The manufacturer of 
this equipment is no longer in business, making parts extremely difficult to 

 locate. The Substation design is such that a failure of one portion of the insulated bus would likely escalate 
throughout the entire switchgear resulting in a total loss of the station. 
 
For system reliability enhancement, the Reconstruction Project of Killelea Substation was developed in 2005. The 
City Council approved the award of construction work to Rosendin Electric on December 21, 2005. The contract 
signing process was halted by the Electric Utility Department in February 2006 to allow the new Electric Utility 
Director to review and explore lower cost alternatives to a full reconstruction. After further evaluation, a Scaled-Back 
Project for Killelea Substation was developed that includes a majority of the original project features without the 
60kV structure and power equipment, utilizing the two existing power transformers, and installing a new indoor-type 
12kV switchgear in a new control building. This project change was coordinated with the City of Lodi Community 
Development Department for CEQA compliance. 
 
On May 3, 2006, the City Council approved cancellation of the Reconstruction Project and authorized design of the 
Scaled-Back Project. Engineering and design services were awarded by the City Council to Power Engineers on 
October 18, 2006 and the project was later renamed the ‘Killelea Substation Rehabilitation Project’. Project plans, 
drawings and specifications were completed and consolidated into a single contract document. For purposes of 
improving system reliability, staff recommends City Council approval of the plans, drawings and specifications of the 
Killelea Substation Rehabilitation Project. 
 
In relation to this project, the Community Development Department conducted an initial environmental study in 
compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act of 1970 (CEQA). The CEQA requires that projects be 
reviewed for their potential to create environmental impacts.  The process requires that potential areas of impact be 
identified and a level of significance assessed. Staff prepared an Initial Study/Negative Declaration to review and 
assess potential impacts. The proposed Initial Study/Negative Declaration was sent to various agencies for review; 
published, and the intent to issue a Negative Declaration posted for the required 30-day period, (from March 22, 
2006 through May 21, 2006). The City did not receive any written comments from any reviewing agencies 
concerning environmental impacts of this project. Therefore, staff suggests City Council approval of Negative 
Declaration 06-01 as adequate environmental documentation for the Killelea Substation Rehabilitation project. 
 
Upon approval by the City Council of the updated project plans, drawings and specifications, staff will determine 
what scope/cost changes are necessary to the Rosendin Electric Construction agreement.  If changes satisfactory 
to staff can be developed with Rosendin Electric, a revised construction agreement will be brought to City Council 
for review/approval.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:  City Water Well No. 18 (located at 200 West Century Boulevard) failed 
on September 7, 2006.  The pump and motor were removed by Layne 
Christensen Company the following month.  Layne Christensen 
specializes in water well construction.  Since this is the second time in  

less than seven years the motor has failed (unusual for a deep well submersible motor), it was sent to Sunstar 
Electric in San Leandro for disassembly and inspection.  The goal was to determine if the problem was 
associated with the motor or from a problem with the electrical panel.  City electricians checked the control 
panel and determined the electrical panel is performing within specifications.  The inspection of the motor 
showed clear evidence the motor failure was related to overheating, but the exact cause of the overheating 
could not be determined. 
 

On September 19, 2006, during the time the motor was being evaluated, the motor power cable was 
vandalized while secured within the well site.  Police Report No. 06-9879 was filed.  The cost to replace the 
damaged cable ($9,290) is included in the proposed contract price for the repair work described below.  Staff 
will be submitting a claim for the cost to repair the well (including the damage to the cable) to the City’s 
insurance carrier. 
 

Staff, in consultation with Layne Christensen Company, considered many options for addressing the motor 
failure, ranging from purchasing a new motor and pump to rebuilding the existing motor and using the existing 
pump.  When price and turn-around time are considered, the best alternative is to rebuild the existing motor.  
The motor rebuild will be performed by Sunstar Electric while under subcontract with the Layne Christensen 
Company.  Staff will also install a “Soft Start Controller” to further reduce the starting load amperages.  The 
repairs need to be completed by the summertime demand season. 
 

Staff is requesting Council adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute a contract with 
Layne Christensen Company for repairs to City Water Well No. 18 in the amount of $40,183.  
 

FISCAL IMPACT: By performing the proposed repairs, there will be no change in operations costs.

Payment will be on 
a time-and-materials basis with a not-to-exceed limit of approximately $20,000.  Task Order No. 2 will be 
for improvement plan check services for the same project.  Additional task orders will be written as 
necessary for Reynolds Ranch and other projects.

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EIR CONTRACT MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT 
 
This Agreement is made by and between the City of Lodi, a municipal corporation, hereafter 
referred to as "CITY" and San Joaquin Delta Community College District, a community college 
district organized under the Education Code of the State of California, hereafter referred to as 
"PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER". 
 
RECITALS 
 
A.  PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER desires to annex certain real property to the City of Lodi 

for the purpose of future development (“Project”).   
 
B.  The Project consists of a mixed use publicly owned Community College and privately owned 

community college housing and services development.  The property proposed for 
annexation is shown on Exhibit "A" which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this 
reference (the “Master Development Plan Area.”)  It is understood that the Master 
Development Plan Area could expand or contract  during the planning process. 

 
C.  State Annexation Laws and City policies and procedures require the preparation of a 

comprehensive area-wide plan for all the area proposed for annexation as currently proposed 
and as planned for the future.  The CITY seeks to obtain said comprehensive area-wide plan 
via a program level Master Plan and a specific project level Development Plan. 

 
D. Said Plans will also require an environmental assessment, which will require the preparation 

of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) to determine the environmental impact, if any, of 
the proposed Master Plan and Development Plan.  PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER has 
legal authority to serve as the lead agency for purposes of preparing the EIR and it is the 
parties intent that PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER exercise that authority and that the 
CITY manage and provide day to day direction to the EIR consultant on PUBLIC AGENCY 
DEVELOPER’s behalf. 

 
E. PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER wishes to enter into a Development Agreement to 

facilitate this project.  The parties contemplate that they may enter into a later Development 
Agreement regarding the construction of the Project pursuant to the authorities set forth in 
Government Code Section 65864 et seq.  However, the parties acknowledge that this 
agreement is not a development agreement, and does not commit them to enter a 
development agreement at some later date or provide any land use entitlements. 

 
 
G. The total estimated fees for the Contract Management services are $___________  
 
 
I.   The Parties further acknowledge that the California Fair Political Practices Act requires that 

PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER have no direction or control over the response times, 
selection, supervision, activities, recommendations or decisions of any staff funded under this 
Agreement. 

 
NOW THEREFORE in consideration of the mutual covenants made herein, the parties agree as 
follows: 
 
1. RECITALS TRUE AND CORRECT.   The parties agree that the "RECITALS" contained 

herein above are true and correct. 
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2.   EXPENSE REIMBURSEMENT.  City may engage outside vendors and in house staff, and 

purchase supplies and equipment in its sole discretion to perform the contract management 
services necessary for the Project.  PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER will reimburse City 
for all in house and outside costs associated with the Contract Management services for the 
Project.  The fees listed herein are estimates. Should the actual fees and costs exceed the 
estimates PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER shall pay the difference. Likewise should the 
actual costs be less than the estimated costs, the PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER’s 
obligation shall be reduced accordingly.   

3.   EIR CONSULTANT.  PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER will contract with its chosen EIR 
consultant and CITY’S staff will provide contract management of PUBLIC AGENCY 
DEVELOPER’S EIR consultants on PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER’s behalf.   As used 
in the Agreement, “Contract Management” shall mean to maintain the schedule; coordinate 
and attend meetings; proof documents; ensure completeness, and monitor budget and 
progress payments, provide GIS services; and coordinate with other public agencies as 
necessary.  PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER will be solely responsible for payment of the 
consultant’s invoices. 

 
4.   PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER’s COOPERATION.  PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER 

will cooperate with City in performing the legal, environmental and planning work required 
of the City to advance the PROJECT.   

 
5. PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER’S DEPOSIT AND PAYMENT OF COSTS.   Upon 

execution of the Agreement, PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER shall deposit $__,000.00 
cash (or other equivalent security in a form approved by the City Manager) with the City.  
The City will hold the deposit and charge application fees, invoices received, and in house 
expenses incurred against the deposit.  In the event that the deposit is drawn down to a 
balance of less than $__,000.00, PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER shall deposit additional 
funds in such amount as directed by CITY (minimum $__,000 increments) to maintain an 
evergreen balance of at least $__,000.00(“Evergreen Deposit”).  PUBLIC AGENCY 
DEVELOPER shall deposit the Evergreen Deposit within 15 days of receiving notice from 
the City.  In the event that funds remain on deposit at the conclusion of the services 
contemplated by this agreement; they shall be refunded to PUBLIC AGENCY 
DEVELOPER. 

 
6. PAYMENT OF COSTS NOT CONTINGENT ON PROJECT APPROVAL/NO 

ENTITLEMENTS GRANTED.   The payment of the fees and costs identified herein is not 
contingent upon the approval of the proposed annexation. PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER 
understands that the proposed annexation requires the approval of LAFCO and the Lodi City 
Council, and although City staff anticipates that such approval will be granted, approval 
cannot be guaranteed. The PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER fully accepts all risks 
associated with the approval process.  Nothing in this Agreement shall provide PUBLIC 
AGENCY DEVELOPER with any right to secure approval of any development plan or other 
entitlement. In addition, PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER agrees that they will have no 
rights to select the contract staff; or direct the work, response times, recommendations or 
approvals of the contract staff.   

 
7. PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER'S FAILURE TO PAY.   Should PUBLIC AGENCY 

DEVELOPER fail to make any of the payments in the amounts and at the times stated in 
Section 4  DEPOSIT AND PAYMENT OF COSTS, the CITY may, at its option, stop all 
further work on the project and not proceed until the sums due are paid. Should PUBLIC 
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AGENCY DEVELOPER abandon the project, PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER shall be 
responsible for the payment to CITY of all fees and costs incurred by the CITY at the time 
the project is abandoned, including such fees and costs for all work in progress but not yet 
billed to the CITY by its contract consultants. 

 
8. NO DAMAGES FOR DELAY.   The City, its officers, agents, or employees shall not be 

responsible or liable to PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER for any damages of any type or 
description which may result from any delays associated with the processing of the project 
whether caused by the negligence of the CITY, its officers, agents, employees, or otherwise. 

 
9. CALIFORNIA LAW.   This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted both as to validity 

and to performance of the parties in accordance with the laws of the State of California. 
Legal actions concerning any dispute, claim, or matter arising out of or in relation to this 
Agreement shall be instituted in the Superior Court of the County of San Joaquin, State of 
California, or any other appropriate court in such county, and PUBLIC AGENCY 
DEVELOPER covenants and agree to submit to the personal jurisdiction of such court in the 
event of such action. 

 
10. WAIVER.   No delay or omission in the exercise of the right or remedy by a non- defaulting 

party on any default shall impair such right or remedy or be construed as a waiver. Any 
waiver by either party or any default must be in writing and shall not be a waiver of any other 
default concerning the same and any other provision of this Agreement. 

 
11. ATTORNEY FEES.   If either party to this Agreement is required to initiate or defend or is 

made a party to any action or proceeding in any way connected with this Agreement, the 
prevailing party in such action or proceeding, in addition to any other relief which may be 
granted, whether legal or equitable, shall be entitled to reasonable attorneys' fees. Attorneys' 
fees shall include attorneys' fees on any appeal, and in addition a party entitled to attorneys' 
fees shall be entitled to all other reasonable costs for investigating such action, taking 
depositions and discovery, and all other necessary costs the court allows which are incurred 
in such litigation. All such fees shall be deemed to have accrued on commencement of such 
action and shall be enforceable whether or not such action is prosecuted to judgment. 

 
12. INTERPRETATION.    The terms of this Agreement shall be construed in accordance with 

the meaning of the language used and shall not be construed for or against either party by 
reason of the authorship of this Agreement or any other rule of construction which might 
otherwise apply. 

 
13. INTEGRATION: AMENDMENT.   It is understood that there are no oral agreements 

between the parties hereto affecting this Agreement and this Agreement supersedes and 
cancels any and all previous negotiations, arrangements, agreements, and understandings, if 
any, between the parties, and none shall be used to interpret this Agreement. This Agreement 
may be amended at any time by the mutual consent of the parties by an instrument in writing. 

 
14. SEVERABILITY.   In the event that any one or more of the phrases, sentences, clauses, 

paragraphs, or sections contained in this Agreement shall be declared invalid or 
unenforceable by a valid judgment or decree of a court of competent jurisdiction, such 
invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, sentences, 
clauses, paragraphs, or sections of this Agreement which are hereby declared as severable 
and shall be interpreted to carry out the intent of the parties hereunder unless the invalid 
provision is so material that its validity deprives either party of the basic benefit of their 
bargain or renders this Agreement meaningless. 
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15. CORPORATE AUTHORITY.   The persons executing this Agreement on behalf of the 

parties hereto warrant that (i) such party is duly organized and existing, (ii) they are duly 
authorized to execute and deliver this Agreement on behalf of said party, (iii) by so executing 
this Agreement, such party is formally bound to the provisions of this Agreement, and (iv) 
the entering into this Agreement does not violate any provision of any other Agreement to 
which said party is bound. IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties have executed and entered 
into this Agreement as of the date first written above. 
 

16. Indemnification, Defense and Hold Harmless.   

a. PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER agrees to and shall indemnify, defend and 
hold the City, its council members, officers, agents, employees and 
representatives harmless from liability for damage or claims of damage, for 
personal injury, including death, and claims for property damage which may 
arise from  this Agreement. 

b. With respect to any action challenging the validity of this Agreement or any 
environmental, financial or other documentation related to approval of this 
Agreement and any subsequent approvals, certifications or actions related to the 
Project, PUBLIC AGENCY DEVELOPER further agrees to defend, indemnify, 
hold harmless, pay all damages, costs and fees, if any incurred to either the City 
or plaintiff (s) filing such an action should a court award plaintiff(s) damages, 
costs and fees, and to provide a defense for the City in any such action.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Wine Country Casino & Restaurant applied for a Use Permit to allow 
   the operation of a card room with a full service restaurant and bar.  
The applicant currently has an existing card room license and would like to relocate to a larger facility to 
expand their business and include a full service restaurant and bar.  The card room will operate with eight 
tables and the full service restaurant and bar, seating approximately 75 people; will provide a diverse 
menu of California cuisine. 
 
The Axtion Jaxson Cardroom located at 29 North Sacramento Street has proposed to transfer their 
business to the old Gary’s Uptown Restaurant and Lounge facility at 1800 S. Cherokee Lane.  The card 
room license is the only one in the city and it has had different owners throughout the years.  The current 
principal owner of Axtion Jaxson Cardroom, Jack Morgan obtained his card room license permit on April 
23, 2003. At the time he obtained the original card room license from the California Department of Justice 
Division of Gambling Control, the City of Lodi’s Municipal Code did not require a Use Permit for a card 
room license.  As a result of the change of location, the applicant has applied for said use permit. 
 
At their February 14, 2007 meeting the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing and 
conditionally approved the Use Permit request of Wine Country Casino and Restaurant for the proposed 
card room operation with a 3-2 vote. 

ANALYSIS:  On March 1, 2007, the City Clerk’s office received an application from Kenneth R. Owen for 
an appeal regarding the Planning Commission approval of a Conditional Use Permit for Wine Country 
Casino and Restaurant.  The appeal was filed timely in accordance with Lodi Municipal Code Section 
17.72.110.  Mr. Owen and his organization, Christian Community Concern (CCC), is a non-profit 
organization that has been in existence in Lodi since 1985.  According to their appeal (Exhibit A), the 
CCC is opposed to both the location of the proposed card room and the expansion of gambling in the 
City of Lodi. 

The proposed card room is located in a C-2 General Commercial Zone.  Lodi Municipal Code Section 
17.39.025 permits card rooms in C-2 General Commercial zone properties after securing a use permit 
from the Planning Commission.  The Planning Staff prepared a staff report (Exhibit B) and a presentation 
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for the Wine Country Casino and Restaurant’s card room proposal to the Planning Commission for their 
meeting on February 14, 2007.  Prior to the Planning Commission meeting, staff contacted the Lodi 
Police Department for their comments regarding the location of the proposed card room.  The Police 
Department had no concerns with the new location of the proposed card room.  Staff also contacted the 
Division of Gambling Control for any issues or concerns regarding the new location of the card room.  
The Division of Gambling Control requires the applicant to provide them a copy of the approved 
Conditional Use Permit from the City.  In regards to the transfer of the alcohol license for the proposed 
card room, restaurant and bar, staff spoke to the Department of Alcohol and Beverage Control (ABC).  
ABC does not have any special requirements in regards to the transfer of the Type-47 ABC License to 
the card room with a restaurant and bar.  The sale of alcoholic beverages as part of a restaurant is 
required by the State Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control to be secondary to food sales.   

Based upon the review of the proposal and the proposed “Conditions of Approval” (Exhibit C), staff 
recommended that the Planning Commission approve the Use Permit request of Wine Country Casino & 
Restaurant to allow the operation of the proposed card room. The proposed use is compatible with the 
surrounding land uses in the vicinity of the project site and is consistent with the General Plan land use 
description, goals, policies and overall direction.

West: C-2, general commercial. Zoning to the west are residential and automobile 
oriented retail establishment.  
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SUMMARY 

Wine Country Casino & Restaurant is requesting a Use Permit to allow the operation of a card 
room with a full service restaurant and bar.  The applicant currently has an existing card room 
license and would like to relocate to a larger facility to expand their business and include a full 
service restaurant and bar.  The card room will operate with eight tables and the full service 
restaurant and bar, seating approximately 75 people, will provide a diverse menu of California 
cuisine.   

BACKGROUND  
The Axtion Jaxson Cardroom formerly located at 29 North Sacramento Street has proposed to 
transfer their business to the old Gary’s Uptown Restaurant and Lounge facility at 1800 S. 
Cherokee Lane.  The card room license is the only one in the city and it has had different 
owners throughout the years.  The current principal owner of Axtion Jaxson Cardroom, Jack 
Morgan obtained his card room license permit on April 23, 2003. At the time he obtained the 
original card room license from the California Department of Justice Division of Gambling 
Control, the City of Lodi’s Municipal Code did not require a Use Permit for a card room license.  
As a result of the change of location, the applicant has applied for said use permit. The 
applicant is currently in the process of transferring an existing Type-47 ABC License (On Sale 
Beer & Wine – Eating Place) on the property to the new business.  The new facility will enable 
the applicant to include a full service restaurant and bar with the card room business.   

 
ANALYSIS 

The applicant has operated an existing card room at 29 N. Sacramento Street and plans to 
relocate his business to an existing commercial building at 1800 S. Cherokee Lane.  The 
applicant would like to relocate his business to a larger building to include a full service 
restaurant and bar to compliment the card room.  The commercial building will be comprised of 
two areas.  The card room will be located on the north side of the building and the restaurant 
will be located on the southern half of the building (see attached floor plan).  The card room will 
be separated from the restaurant and bar by a sliding wall that will remain closed at all times 
during card operation.  In addition, the applicants are installing a 42 inch high wall around the 
card tables to provide additional separation of the card room from the restaurant and bar.  The 
applicants will install a double glass door for the main entrance to the card room on the north 
side of the building.  Customers will be greeted and screened by security personnel upon 
entering the card room.  The proposed business hours for the card room restaurant and bar will 
be seven days a week, Monday through Friday, from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 a.m., and Saturday and 
Sunday from 10:00 a.m. until 4:00 a.m., as required by Section 5.12.140 of the Lodi Municipal 
Code.  In addition, the bar will stop selling alcoholic beverages at 2:00 a.m. to comply with State 
regulations.  In accordance with Section 17.39.025 of the Lodi Municipal Code, a card room 
business is permitted in the C-2 General Commercial district by securing a Use Permit from the 
Planning Commission.   

Staff has contacted the Lodi Police Department for their comments regarding the location of the 
proposed card room.  The Police Department has no concerns with the new location of the 
proposed card room.  Staff has also contacted the Division of Gambling Control for any issues 
or concerns regarding the new location of the card room.  The Division of Gambling Control 
requires the applicant to provide them a copy of the approved Conditional Use Permit from the 
City.  In regards to the transfer of the alcohol license for the proposed card room, restaurant and 
bar, staff spoke to the Department of Alcohol and Beverage Control (ABC).  ABC does not have 
any special requirements in regards to the transfer of the Type-47 ABC License to the card 
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room with a restaurant and bar.  The sale of alcoholic beverages as part of a restaurant is 
required by the State Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control to be secondary to food sales. 

Historically, the City has generally supported restaurants seeking an ABC license because they 
typically do not have alcohol related problems.  Because the Wine Country Casino & Restaurant 
is a restaurant that will sell beer, wine and distilled spirits with food, staff does not anticipate that 
the alcohol related sales will create any problems.  The applicant will hire approximately 25 
employees for the restaurant and card room.  Each card room employee must obtain and 
possess a valid work permit issued by the chief of police as required by Section 5.12.070 of the 
Lodi Municipal Code.  The applicant will also provide extra security lighting around the premise 
and install 24-hour exterior and interior surveillance cameras.  Security personnel will also be 
employed at all times during the hours of operation.   

With respect to parking and landscaping, the proposed card room and restaurant will be 
required to have a total of 39 parking spaces, based upon the City’s Municipal Code 
requirement of 1 space per 4 seats for restaurants and similar use (Section 17.60.100).  The 
proposed card room and restaurant facility currently has sufficient parking spaces with 84 
spaces on the premise.  The applicant is currently in the process of restriping the entire parking 
lot.  The applicant is also proposing to maintain and improve the current landscaping on the 
proposed project site.  In addition, signage for the property will require a building permit and will 
be reviewed by the Community Development Department. 

Based upon the review of the proposal and the proposed “Conditions of Approval”, staff 
supports the request for the relocation of the card room and the operation of the restaurant with 
a bar. The proposed use is compatible with the surrounding land uses in the vicinity of the 
project site. 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENTS: 

The project was found to be categorically exempt according to the California Environmental 
Quality Act, Article 19 1532 Class 21 (a) (2).  The project is classified as an “Enforcement action 
by regulatory agencies” because it is the “adoption of an administrative decision or order 
enforcing…the lease, permit, license, certificate, or entitlement for use or enforcing the general 
rule, standard, or objective.”  No significant impacts are anticipated and no mitigation measures 
have been required. 

 
PUBLIC HEARING NOTICE: 

Legal Notice for the Use Permit was published on February 2, 2007 and 11 public hearing 
notices were sent to all property owners of record within a 300-foot radius of the subject 
property as required by California State Law §65091 (a) 3.  Staff also posted a copy of the 
public hearing notice at the project site and also gave a copy to the manager of the adjacent 
condominium to distribute to existing property owners.  Based on the information provided to 
staff, it was determined that there are no Planning Commission members who reside within a 
500-foot radius of the project area.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Lodi has heretofore held a duly 
noticed public hearing, as required by law, on the requested Use Permit, in 
accordance with the Lodi Municipal Code, Section 17.72.070; and 

WHEREAS, the project proponent is Wine Country Casino & Restaurant, P.O. BOX: 560, 
Lodi, CA  95241 and 

WHEREAS,  the property owner is Leon A. Croce Trust, 2156 P.O. BOX: 555, Lodi, CA  
95241   

WHEREAS,  the property is zoned C-2, General Commercial which allows a card room 
business with approval of a Use Permit; and 

WHEREAS,  the property is located at 1800 S. Cherokee Lane; and 

WHEREAS,  all legal prerequisites to the adoption of this Resolution have occurred; and 

WHEREAS,  the proposed Use Permit is consistent with all zoning and General Plan 
standards. 

Based upon the evidence in the staff report and project file, the Planning Commission of the 
City of Lodi makes the following findings: 

1. The proposed use will be consistent with all applicable goals, policies and standards of 
the City's adopted General Plan Policy Document and with the site’s Commercial General 
Plan Diagram designation. 

2. The proposed use is in compliance with the City’s Municipal Code requirements and the 
Use Permit has been reviewed in accordance with Chapter 5.12 of the Lodi Municipal 
Code.   

3. The proposed use will not be detrimental to the health, safety or general welfare of 
persons residing or working in the neighborhood or be detrimental or injurious to the 
health, safety, peace or general welfare of the City. 

4. The project was found to be categorically exempt according to the California 
Environmental Quality Act, Article 19 1532 Class 21 (a) (2).  The project is classified as 
an “Enforcement action by regulatory agencies” because it is the “adoption of an 
administrative decision or order enforcing…the lease, permit, license, certificate, or 
entitlement for use or enforcing the general rule, standard, or objective.”  No significant 
impacts are anticipated and no mitigation measures have been required. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT DETERMINED AND RESOLVED by the Planning Commission 
of the City of Lodi that the Use Permit 07-U-01 is hereby approved, subject to the following 
conditions: 

Community Development Department, Planning:

 

1. The applicant shall secure all required Building, Fire Department, Electric Utility and 
Public Works Department permits and approvals, and pay all applicable fees. 
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2. The applicant shall comply with applicable Federal, State, and County regulations and 
adopted standards.  The applicant shall also comply with Chapter 5.12 of the Lodi 
Municipal Code. 

3. Not more than eight tables shall be permitted in the card room and not more than ten 
players shall be permitted at any one card table. 

4. No person under the age of twenty-one shall be permitted at the card room area, nor 
shall any person under the age of twenty-one be permitted to participate in any game 
played thereat.   

5. Card rooms may be operated seven days a week and shall not open until the hour of 
ten a.m.  Card rooms shall close at two a.m. on the mornings of Monday, Tuesday, 
Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday.  Card rooms may remain open until the hour of 
four a.m. on the mornings of Saturday and Sunday.  Such schedule of hours shall be 
clearly posted at the card room in order to provide adequate notice of its hours of 
operation.   

6. All card rooms shall be open to police inspection during all hours of operation 

7. There shall be posted in the card room in letters plainly visible from all parts thereof, 
signs stating that “no game except lowball, draw poker, without variations as defined 
by Hoyle, pinochle, pangini, rummy, Texas Hold ‘Em, and contract or auction as 
bridge as those games are defined by the California Department of Justice, Division of 
Gaming Control, shall be played in the card room”.  These signs shall also contain 
such other information relating to the regulations contained in Section 5.12.140 of the 
Lodi Municipal Code as the chief of police may require. 

8. No person who is in a state of intoxication shall be permitted in any card room. 

9. Prior to initiation of the card room facility, a video surveillance system with continuous 
recording capability, and approved by the Police Department, shall be in place.  The 
video surveillance system shall cover the exterior of the premises, including the 
parking lot and entrance to the card room. It shall also cover any counting room, cage, 
safes, gaming tables, and any other location on the premises that the Police 
Department deems necessary. 

10. For 1 to 100 patrons, a minimum of one Police Department-approved, State-licensed, 
uniformed security officer shall be provided during the hours of operation. 

11. The sliding wall separating the card room from the restaurant and bar shall remain 
closed at all times during card room operation. 

12. Upon the discretion of the Chief of Police or a representative thereof, additional 
security guards may be required. 

13. All signs shall be subject to approval by the Community Development Department. 

14. Structures, landscaping, signs and other improvements, including exterior paint, shall 
be maintained in a manner so as not to be blighted or deteriorated. 

15. Prior to opening to the public, the applicant shall submit a detailed landscape and 
irrigation plan to be reviewed and approved by the Community Development Director 
and installed within 3 months of opening.  If the landscaping and irrigation is not 
installed within 3 months, a revocation hearing date shall be scheduled before the 
Planning Commission. 

16. The operator of the card room shall police the area surrounding the building to 
prevent patrons from congregating/loitering outside the premises and to prevent 
parking and noise problems. 
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17. This use shall be subject to a yearly noticed review before the Planning Commission 
until such review are deemed by the Planning Commission to be no longer needed. 

18. Outdoor lighting shall be shielded to avoid shining on residential areas. 

19. The dining room shall be operated within 3 months of the card room being opened to 
the public. 

20. Any graffiti on the property shall be removed within 24 hours. 

21. “No Loitering” sings shall be posted on the exterior of the business in accordance with 
the Lodi Municipal Code. 

 

 

Fire Department: 

1. The City inspection notice of corrections dated 12/29/06 shall have all items corrected 
prior to opening to the public and receiving a Certificate of Occupancy. 

2. Building Permit for Tenant Improvement (B19045) shall be approved and all items 
inspected prior to opening to the public.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: 1) Conduct a public hearing to consider the 2) adopt a resolution 

establishing Public Works Department engineering fees for various 
development-related engineering services; establish a standard unit 
price schedule for calculation of engineering fees and improvement  

security; and establish a requirement for warranty security for public improvements. 
 
BACKGROUND INFORMATION: In an ongoing effort to recover Public Works Department staff costs 

related to development services, staff is recommending that the fee 
structure for engineering plan check and inspection services and 
reimbursement agreement preparation and payment processing be 

updated and that a new fee be established for the preparation of a partial acceptance of public 
improvements associated with any given development project.  The proposed fees are shown on 
Exhibit A.  Staff further recommends that a standard unit price schedule (Exhibit B) be established for the 
calculation of engineering plan check and inspection fees and that warranty security be required prior to 
acceptance of project improvements.  These items are more fully explained below. 
 
Engineering Plan Check and Inspection Fees

To aid in our mission to recover staff costs for development services while maintaining fee schedules 
comparable with other San Joaquin County cities, staff contracted with Ruark and Associates to review 
the City’s fee structure for engineering plan check and inspection fees, compare the fees with other 
San Joaquin County communities and make recommendations for changes to the City’s fee structure for 
these services (Exhibit C).  As part of this exercise, a standard unit pricing schedule for public 
improvements was also developed for use in determining the project construction value on which the plan 
check and inspection fees and improvement security requirements are based.  It is common practice in 
many communities to use such a unit price schedule to provide consistency in fee and improvement 
security requirements and streamline the preparation of improvement agreements.   
 
The five communities chosen for the fee comparison were Stockton, Lathrop, Manteca, Tracy and the 
Mountain House County Services District.  They were selected because they are all located within 
San Joaquin County and are experiencing, or have recently experienced, significant growth due to 
development.  The results of the survey indicate that Lodi is currently collecting, on average, lower plan 
check fees and slightly higher inspection fees than neighboring communities.  It is recommended that the 
fees be revised.  The proposed fee schedule and standard unit pricing schedule are shown on attached 
Exhibits A and B, respectively.  To account for inflation, the unit price schedule shall be adjusted annually 
on January 1 using the Engineering News Record (ENR) 20 Cities Construction Cost Index. 
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Reimbursement Agreement Preparation and Payment Processing Charges 

On November 6, 1991, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 1527 (LMC 16.40) creating a procedure 
for preparation and processing of public improvement reimbursement agreements.  The reimbursement 
agreements identify the reimbursable construction costs (the cost of improvements that benefit other 
properties or which would be required to be constructed by those properties upon development) and set 
forth the terms for the collection and disbursement of those reimbursable costs.  The Ordinance provides 
that the City Council may adopt charges, by resolution, for the City to prepare and process said 
agreements.  Resolution No. 91-206, adopted November 6, 1991, established a charge for preparation of 
the reimbursement agreements (1% of the reimbursable construction costs, minimum $500) and a 
processing charge ($60) for collection and disbursement of each reimbursement payment.  Since the 
agreement preparation charge is based on the cost of the reimbursable improvements, the charge has 
increased over time based on the rise in construction costs.  The minimum charge, however, needs to be 
adjusted to reflect increased staff costs for the basic tasks common to all projects, whether large or small, 
resulting from increased personnel costs and the complexity of the reimbursement agreements.  In 
addition, the processing charge was established as a flat fee and needs to be updated to cover increased 
City staff costs for collecting and processing reimbursement payments.   
 
Staff recommends that the charge for reimbursement agreement preparation be established as 1% of the 
reimbursable construction costs, with a minimum charge of $750, and the processing charge for each 
reimbursement payment collected be set at $200 (see Exhibit A).  In addition, the minimum 
reimbursement agreement preparation charge and the payment processing charge shall be adjusted 
annually on July 1 based on the Consumer Price Index (San Francisco, Urban, unadjusted) for the 
previous calendar year, in keeping with the policy established for other engineering fees.   
 
Partial Acceptance Fee 

It is becoming common practice for developers to request that a portion of the public improvements being 
installed in conjunction with a subdivision or other development project be accepted before all the 
required improvements for the project are complete.  If reasonable, staff has generally tried to 
accommodate these requests.  Processing the partial acceptance request requires the determination of 
the cost of the completed improvements and preparation of a Council communication requesting Council 
approval.  Historically, staff has performed these additional tasks at no cost to the developer.  However, 
staff is of the opinion that, since the partial acceptance of improvements is requested by the developer for 
their benefit, the costs occasioned by the City should be recovered.  Staff recommends that a partial 
acceptance fee be established based on time and materials using the established Public Works 
Engineering Hourly Rate with a minimum fee of $250 (see Exhibit A).  The minimum partial acceptance 
fee shall be adjusted annually on July 1 based on the Consumer Price Index (San Francisco, Urban, 
unadjusted) for the previous calendar year, in keeping with the policy established for other engineering 
fees.  
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Warranty Security 

Under the terms of City of Lodi improvement agreements covering the installation of public 
improvements, developers are required to provide improvement security in conformance with Lodi 
Municipal Code (LMC) Chapter 16.28.  The current requirements include improvement security in the 
amount of 100% of the total estimated cost of public improvements plus engineering costs of surveying, 
record drawings and certifications as security for the faithful performance of the terms of the improvement 
agreement (faithful performance security) plus improvement security in the amount of 50% of those same 
costs as security for the payment of all persons performing labor and furnishing materials in connection 
with the construction of the improvements covered by the improvement agreement (labor and materials 
security).  The improvement agreements also stipulate that the developer is responsible for the repair or 
reconstruction of any defective work for any improvements covered by the improvement agreement for a 
period of one year from the date of Council acceptance of the improvements.  There is, however, no 
provision in LMC Chapter 16.28 for warranty security to insure compliance with this requirement.  
Currently, faithful performance security is released upon acceptance of the completed improvements by 
the City Council.  Staff recommends that Council require that warranty security be provided prior to the 
release of the faithful performance security.  This is common practice in other San Joaquin County 
communities.  It is recommended that the warranty security be in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the 
total cost of the project improvements plus engineering costs of surveying, record drawings and 
certifications and the warranty period be two (2) years following the date of acceptance of the 
improvements.  For those projects receiving partial acceptance during the course of construction, the 
warranty period for all required project improvements shall commence upon the date of final acceptance 
for the entire project.  If this provision is approved, staff will add similar requirements to City contracts for 
major street and other appropriate construction projects. 
 
In summary, required improvement security would include the following in the amounts indicated based 
on the total cost of public improvements plus engineering costs of surveying, record drawings and 
certifications: 
 
 Faithful Performance Security (100%) 
 Labor and Materials Security (50%) 
 Warranty Security (10%) 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: There will be a modest increase in revenue to cover City costs for 

engineering plan check, reimbursement agreement preparation, collection 
and processing of reimbursement payments, and processing of requests for 
partial acceptance of project improvements.  There will be a slight decrease  

in revenue for engineering inspection services.  Warranty provisions will help reduce maintenance costs.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The State Water Resource Control Board issued to the City of Lodi 

Permit WDID No. 5B39NP00028 that governs the discharge of 
storm water runoff.  A condition of that permit requires that regular 
wet season inspections of construction site best management  

practices (BMP’s) be performed for all regulated construction sites.  Construction activities can alter natural 
drainage patterns and affect runoff water quality, adding pollutants to the areas river and delta 
environments.  BMP’s fall into two categories:  erosion and sediment control (i.e., straw mulch, dikes, 
swales, and bank stabilization) and source control or “good housekeeping practices” (i.e., water 
conservation practices, vehicle cleaning, concrete washout control, and stockpile covers).  The inspections 
will take place over the wet season that is defined as October 1 through April 15.  The State’s initial review 
of our inspections reports indication that more frequent inspections per project are required and this 
exceeds the City’s ability to meet the State’s requirements without the addition of inspectors.   

Storm Drainage Permit Compliance Inspections are a new service to be provided by the City.  Staff 
recommends that the City Council adopt these new fees that would be collected at the time of approval of 
an Improvement Agreements and/or at issuance of a Building Permit.  The fee per site will vary 
depending upon the time and length of the construction period.  The first monthly construction inspection 
would include additional effort to document existing conditions and to set up the Inspection Log Report.  
Subsequent monthly inspections would continue until the completion of construction and could span 
more than one construction season.  The following fee structure is recommended. 

1.  First Monthly Construction Inspection  $156 each 

2.  Subsequent Monthly Construction Inspection $119 each 

The fee structure is based upon the inspection proposal provided by WGR Southwest, Inc.  At a 
subsequent Council meeting, staff will request City Council approval of a professional services 
agreement with WGR Southwest, Inc., to perform the required inspections.  The proposed fees include a 
25% markup to cover administrative costs of the City.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Early in 2006, the City Council directed the Community                
     Development Department to begin the process for 
updating the City of Lodi General Plan.  The existing General Plan was adopted in 1991 and 
was designed to accommodate the City’s development through the year 2007. On May 17, 
2006, the City Council entered into a contract with the consulting firm of Dyett & Bhatia for 
contract services related to the update of the General Plan.   
 
Dyett & Bhatia has been working with their consulting team and with City staff to gather as 
much information as they can regarding the City of Lodi and the issues that will be addressed 
in the General Plan Update.  At the request of the City, Dyett & Bhatia has prepared the 
following progress report regarding the General Plan Update process. 
 
Stakeholder Interviews 
Interviews with previously identified stakeholders were conducted in early March. A total of 
58 stakeholders were interviewed in group sessions, most of which lasted about one hour. 
Meetings were conducted by General Plan consultant and Lodi planning staff. These 
sessions were free form—stakehold ers were given the opportunity to layout, in their points of 
view, issues of significance and general aspects of Lodi’s future and other planning 
concerns. The consultants are currently writing the report to summarize the issues identified 
by these stakeholders.  The Draft Stakeholder Summary Report will be sent to City Staff for 
review by early April. 
 
Working Papers 
Four working papers, which aim to diagnose the major opportunities and challenges Lodi is 
facing, are underway. The outlines for these papers have been prepared, and the 
consultants are currently conducting analysis and writing the drafts on the various topics. 
These working papers will be reviewed and discussed at the first community workshop in late 
mid to late June. 
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Working Paper #1: Greenbelt Conservation 
This paper focuses on the issues specific to the greater Lodi-Woodbridge area. Successful 
strategies that have worked elsewhere in the state in the context of wine production will be 
presented (such as conservation easements, transfer of development rights, and zoning 
techniques specific to agriculture/viticulture in Sonoma, Napa, South Livermore, and 
elsewhere in San Joaquin County). Also, this paper will examine the kinds of uses permitted 
in agricultural areas in these places. The consultants met with City planning staff in late 
January to discuss the proposed greenbelt issue and current developments, and has since 
collected significant soil, geological, water, and other land data. An outline of the paper has 
been prepared. A draft will be sent to City staff for review around late April. 
 
Working Paper #2: Land Use, Transportation, and Environmental Resources  
This report will provide a descriptive profile of the City’s existing conditions—land use, 
transportation, parks and open space, agricultural and soil resources, biological resources, 
cultural resources, energy and mineral resources, hydrology and water quality, air quality, 
natural hazards, hazardous materials, and noise. This report will contribute to the framework 
of critical issues and challenges impacting the city to be addressed by the updated General 
Plan. The paper is in the process of being compiled, textually described, mapped, and 
analyzed. A draft will be sent to City staff for review around mid April. 
 
Working Paper #3: Growth and Economic Development Strategy  
This working paper will present growth trends, likely demand for various land uses (including 
retail demand by segment), and opportunities, challenges, and possibilities for their future 
arrangement in Lodi, market conditions, and taxable sales performance of retail shopping 
establishments. The strategies will examine the demand for neighborhood-oriented retail 
uses, and possibilities for dispersing them (while recognizing the need for a critical mass of 
uses in a given location) to enable neighborhood walkability. It will examine issues related to 
jobs/employment skills and housing match and the potential role tourism can play, and how 
land use policies can support that vision. Topics covered include population and 
demographics, existing business and employment characteristics and trends, retail and 
visitor services, existing economic development programs, and potential growth and 
development strategies. The consultants provided a summary of findings to stakeholders 
during the interviews, and a final draft is well underway. A draft will be sent to City staff for 
review around late April. 
 
Working Paper #4: Urban Design and Livability  
This fourth working paper will diagnose and address the urban design and livability 
conditions in Lodi. Topics to be examined include the City’s accessibility and connections, 
community and neighborhood design, streetscapes, urban form, city evolution, densities and 
intensities on the lot, neighborhood, and city scales. It will also evaluate the design and 
development standards, draft zoning ordinance, and existing subdivision plans. The 
consultants will conduct a community-based livability assessment as well. This working 
paper will follow the other three; an outline will be prepared and submitted to City staff for 
review in early April. 
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First Newsletter, Citywide Survey, and Website 
The newsletter will be sent out to all Lodi residences in mid to late May, along with the survey 
on planning issues, along with an invitation for the upcoming public workshop. It will help 
ensure that citizens are informed about how and when to be involved. While the text has 
been written for the newsletter—that describes the objectives of the General Plan Update 
process, key issues to be addressed, and opportunities for public participation—the survey 
will include questions that will result from analysis in the working papers, and must thus wait 
their completion. The consultants will derive questions and submit them to City staff for 
review before finalizing the survey.  The General Plan Update Website continues to be 
update by the consultant with the most current public information available. The link is on the 
Lodi.gov Home Page.  
 
Community Workshop #1 
The first community visioning workshop to be held in mid to late June is a citywide event held 
to further assist the team in “scoping” issues for the General Plan. The intent is to ensure that 
issues significant to the public are not ignored in the General Plan Update process. The 
consultants, working with staff, will prepare all materials for the workshops, conduct the 
meeting, and summarize the findings. 
 
Planning Area  
A Planning Area has been determined for the General Plan Update, and confirmed both by 
the Planning Commission and the City Council. It extends to Interstate 5 (including White 
Slough) to the west, Acampo Road to the north, Tretheway Road and Highway 88 to the 
east, and south as far as the horizontal extension of Live Oak Road to the south, 
encompassing Mettler Road and Micke Grove Regional Park (see attached map).  
 
Schedule 
The schedule for the General Plan Update has been revised. The final process will still take 
place over two years, but we have stretched out the second and third phases 
(Issues/Visioning and Opportunities/Challenge) to allow for more public input. A more 
detailed timeline of the above subjects is included as attachments for your information. The 
upcoming key dates are: 
 

• Working Papers—Drafts submitted to the City from mid April to late May 
• Survey and Newsletter—Sent to residences in mid to late May 
• Community Workshop #1—mid to late June 

 
FISCAL IMPACT: No fiscal impact.   
 
FUNDING AVAILABLE: The cost of the above work is included in the contract 
for the General Plan Update authorized previously by the City Council.

TaxislShuttles. Taxi or shuttle fares may be reimbursed, including a 15 percent gratuity 
per fare, when the cost of such fares is equal or less than the cost of car rentals, 
gasoline and parking combined, or when such transporlation is necessary for time- 
efficiency.

Lodging expenses will be reimbursed or paid for when travel on official City business 
reasonably requires an overnight stay. 

ConferenceslMeetings. If such lodging is in connection with a conference, lodging 
expenses must not exceed the group rate published by the conference sponsor for the 
meeting in question if such rates are available at the time of booking. If the group rate is 
not available, see next section. 

Other Lodging. Travelers must request government rates. when available. A listing of 
hotels offering government rates in different areas is available at 
http://www.catravelsmarl.com/lodauidefrarnes.htm. Lodging rates equal or less than 
government rates are presumed to be reasonable and hence reimbursable for purposes 
of this policy. 

Option # 7  (Median Hotel Cost): In the event gbvernment rates are not available at a 
given time or in a given area, lodging rates that do not exceed the median retail price for 
lodging for that area listed on websites like www.priceline.com or an equivalent service 
shall be considered reasonable and hence reimbursable. 

Option #2 (flat Cap). In the event government rates are not available at a given time or 
in a given area, lodging rates that do not exceed $150 per night are presumed 
reasonable and hence reimbursable. 

Option #3 (IRS Rates). In the event government rates are not available at a given time 
or in a given area, lodging rates that do not exceed the IRS per diem rates for a given 
area are DreSUmed reasonable and hence reimbursable. 

Meals 

Reimbursable meal expenses and associated gratuities will not exceed the following 
rates: 

Breakfast $12 

Lunch $1 8 

Dinner $35 

Such amounts will be annually adjusted to reflect changes in the cost of living in 
accordance with statistics published by the United States Department of Labor, Bureau 
of Labor Statistics Consumer Price Index, all urban consumers for the San Francisco- 
Oakland-San Jose Area. (The annual adjustment will be based on this area whether 
travel is within the area or not.) The City will not pay for alcohol/personal bar expenses. 
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Telephone/Fax/Cellular 

Officials will be reimbursed for actual telephone and fax expenses incurred on City 
business. Telephone bills should identify which calls were made on City business. For 
cellular calls when the official has a particular number of minutes included in the 
official's plan, the official can identify the percentage of calls made on public business. 

Internet 

Officials will be reimbursed for Internet access connection and/or usage fees away from 
home, not to exceed $15.00 per day. if Internet access is necessary for City-related 
business. 

Airport Parking 

Long-term parking must be used for travel exceeding 24-hours. 

Other 

Baggage handling fees of up to $1 per bag and gratuities of up to 15 percent will be 
reimbursed. Expenses for which City officials receive reimbursement from another 
agency are not reimbursable. 

Cash Advance Policy 

From time to time, it may be necessary for an official lo request a cash advance to 
cover anticipated expenses while traveling or doing business on the City's behalf. Such 
request for an advance should be submitted to the Department Head or responsible City 
official ten (10) business days prior to the need for the advance with the following 
information: 

1. The purpose of the expenditure(s); 

2. The benefits of such expenditure to the residents of City; 

3. The anticipated amount of the expenditure(s) (for example, hotel rates, 
meal costs, and transportation expenses); and 

4. The dates of the expenditure(s). 

Any unused advance must be returned to the City Finance Division within five (5) 
business days of the official's return. along with an expense report and receipts 
documenting how the advance was used in compliance with this expense policy.

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Credit Card Use Policy 

The City does not issue credit cards to individual office holders but does issue credit 
cards for selected City expenses. City office holders may use these credit cards for 
such purposes as airline tickets and hotel reservations by following the same 
procedures for cash advances. Receipts documenting expenses incurred on City credit 
cards and compliance with this policy must be submitted within five (5) business days of 
return. 

City credit cards may not be used for personal expenses, even if the official 
subsequently reimburses the City. 

Business Expense Report Content and Submission Deadline 

All cash advance expenditures, credit card expenses. and expense reimbursement 
requests must be submitted on a business expense report form provided by the City. 
This form shall include the following advisory: 

All expenses reported on this form must comply with the City's policies relating to 
expenses and use of public resources.

Any unused advance must be returned to the City Finance Division within five (5) business days 
of the official’s return, along with an expense report and receipts documenting how the advance 
was used in compliance with this expense policy. 
 
In the event the Department Head or responsible City official is uncertain as to whether a 
request complies with this policy, such individual must seek resolution from the City Council. 
 
Credit Card Use Policy 
 
The City does not issue credit cards to individual officeholders but does issue credit cards for 
selected City expenses. City officeholders may use these credit cards for such purposes as 
airline tickets and hotel reservations by following the same procedures for cash advances. 
Receipts documenting expenses incurred on City credit cards and compliance with this policy 
must be submitted within five (5) business days of return. 
 
City credit cards may not be used for personal expenses, even if the official subsequently 
reimburses the City. 
 
Business Expense Report Content and Submission Deadline 
 
All cash advance expenditures, credit card expenses, and expense reimbursement requests 
must be submitted on a business expense report form provided by the City. This form shall 
include the following advisory: 
 

All expenses reported on this form must comply with the City’s policies relating to 
expenses and use of public resources. The information submitted on this form is a public 
record. Penalties for misusing public resources and violating the City’s policies include 
loss of reimbursement privileges, restitution, civil, and criminal penalties as well as 
additional income tax liability. 

 
Expense reports must document that the expense in question met the requirements of this 
policy. For example, if the meeting is with a legislator, the City official should explain whose 
meals were purchased, what issues were discussed, and how those relate to the City’s adopted 
legislative positions and priorities. 
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Officials must submit their expense reports within thirty (30) days of an expense being incurred, 
accompanied by receipts documenting each expense. Restaurant receipts, in addition to any 
credit card receipts or other written documents, are also part of the necessary documentation.  
 
Inability to provide such documentation in a timely fashion may result in the expense being 
borne by the official. 
 
Audits of Expense Reports 
 
All expenses are subject to verification that they comply with this policy. 
 
Reports to City Council 
 
At the following City Council meeting the official attends, the official shall provide a brief report 
on the meetings attended at City expense. If multiple officials attended, a joint report may be 
made.  
 
Compliance with Laws 
 
City officials should keep in mind that some expenditures may be subject to reporting under the 
Political Reform Act and other laws. All City expenditures are public records subject to 
disclosure under the Public Records Act. 
 
Individual Officeholder Expense Accounts 
 
The Council shall establish an annual budget for conferences, meetings, seminars, and training. 
Council Members shall attend such events at their own discretion for purposes of improving 
comprehension and proficiency of municipal affairs and/or legislative operations. The budget 
shall be divided equally among the Council Members for individual usage throughout the fiscal 
year, with the Mayor receiving an additional $500 allocation for representation purposes. At the 
mid-year review of the City’s fiscal budget, Council Members may, on a voluntary basis, donate 
any unused funds which have not been earmarked for usage throughout the remainder of the 
year, to a combined account with the intent of the funds being used by other Council Members 
who may have exceeded their individual amounts. It is understood that individual members of 
the City Council may have differing educational needs and interests. The underlying principle is 
that it is in the best interest of the City that elected and appointed officials remain informed and 
trained in activities, developments, and professional trends affecting the affairs of the City and 
its citizens.  
 
Violation of this Policy 
 
Use of public resources or falsifying expense reports in violation of this policy may result in any 
or all of the following: (1) loss of reimbursement privileges, (2) a demand for restitution to the 
City, (3) the agency’s reporting the expenses as income to the elected official to state and 
federal tax authorities, (4) civil penalties of up to $1,000 per day and three times the value of the 
resources used, and (5) prosecution for misuse of public resources.

San Joaquin Water Conservation District and direct staff on the Council’s 
desired response as appropriate.   

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The North San Joaquin Water Conservation District (NSJWCD) is 
conducting a public hearing on a proposed groundwater charge on 
April 30, 2007 (Exhibit A).  The proposed charge would be imposed on well 
owners, including the City of Lodi’s wells within the District.  The charge to 
the City would total about $200,000 per year. 

The District is proposing to implement a number of projects to utilize “wet year” water for groundwater recharge 
and direct irrigation, thereby minimizing groundwater pumping.  Of course, all these efforts are aimed are reducing 
the groundwater overdraft situation that exists throughout the Eastern San Joaquin Basin.  Various engineering 
studies have documented the overdraft and project that it will continue to worsen and will accelerate in the area 
directly east of Lodi, which is the NSJWCD.  Computer modeling of the basin shows that the groundwater gradient 
in the Lodi area will, over time, shift from a north-to-south orientation to a west-to-east orientation.  This means 
that lower quality groundwater from the west will migrate toward Lodi.  This is of long-term concern to the City.  A 
copy of the District’s Engineer’s Report on the proposed charge is attached (Exhibit B). 
While the City has taken major steps to reduce our reliance on groundwater pumping, we are far from eliminating 
it, and future lowering of groundwater elevations and the change in gradient will have an adverse economic affect 
on the City.  The City’s options on this matter are to actively support the charge, take no action, or file a protest at 
or before the scheduled hearing. 
Staff supports the intent and need for the charge; we suggest the Council concur and request payment terms that 
reduce the cash flow impact to the already-stressed Water Fund.  District staff has indicated the charge is not 
likely to be imposed this fiscal year.  While the charge can be included in the Water Fund budget for FY07/08, we 
are concerned about our cash flow and have informally asked the District to consider some type of timed payment 
arrangement.  We believe we will be able to work out a suitable arrangement should the Council provide that 
direction. 
FISCAL IMPACT:  A $200,000 annual charge represents approximately 2.4% of the Water Fund 

annual revenue.  The recent discontinuance of the discount program offsets 
about 2/3 of this additional cost.  The remaining cost will need to be absorbed 
within the Fund.  Given other demands on the Fund, staff would suggest this cost  

be considered along with all other issues involving water at a later date.
