Details: On 05/29/12 at 9:49 PM LPD officers were dispatched to 8 E Lockeford St., Tokay Liquors, for a robbery.  The caller was a customer who stated the suspect fled on foot.  As officers were arriving it was learned the store owner had fired a round from his gun.
Officers soon found the suspect; Christopher Driggers age 21, and the beer.  Further investigation revealed that Driggers, who is active Army, was shot in the upper shoulder area between his neck and shoulder.  He was transported to an area hospital for non life threatening injuries.

At the conclusion of the investigation, the store owner Gurminder “Gary” Parmar was arrested and charged with 245(a)(2) Assault with a Deadly Weapon, a firearm.  Parmar was booked in Lodi City Jail.  The firearm has been recovered.
In California a person is allowed to use deadly force when their life or the life or someone around them is immediately threatened.  Driggers never had a weapon or made any type of threats towards Parmar.
